The event was held on June 20, 2024 in e

Geneva at the headquarters of the United
Nations Organization by the Ecumenical
Federation of Constantinople in collabora- =%
tion with the Permanent Mission of 2
Greece. The purpose of the event was to
highlight the importance of the reparative

and rehabilitative measures that states are

obliged to take towards minorities and*®
their members for violations of their rights, an issue of major importance for the Greek Or-
thodox Minority of Istanbul.

The event was attended by 40 representatives of the UN member states and 15 persons of
the Greek Community of Switzerland.

In his introductory remarks, the head of the Permanent Representation of Greece, Ambassa-
dor loannis Gikas, referred to the vital issues the Greek Minority is facing and their causes.
He particularly emphasized the importance of restoring her rights and the need to adopt
measures to remedy past violations.




Prof. Nikolaos Ouzounoglou, President of EcFeCon, taking the floor, referred to the impor-
tance of establishing binding rules, within the framework of Human and Minority Rights law,
that would ensure the adoption of rehabilitation measures, especially for Minorities that ha-
ve suffered violations of their rights on a massive scale, to such an extent that their existen-
ce in their native land is threatened. Prof. Uzunoglu referred to the specific proposals sub-
mitted by EcFeCon to the Governments of Turkey in the last 10 years, noting that little prog-
ress has been made in their implementation and stressing that the most important thing is
for Turkey, as a state, to support the repatriation of the new generation of Constantinopoli-
tans, as the only measure that would effectively prevent the annihilation of the Greek Mino-

rity in Constantinople, in a few years.

Dr. Marcus Hunter, Professor of Sociology, University of UCLA (USA), in his speech stated
that persecutions against minorities have consequences for the whole society and emphasi-
zed that in states where persecutions took place against minority citizens, remedial measu-
res are especially important for all. Particularly important was the speaker's observation
about the similarities of the Pogrom of May 30-31, 1920, in Tulsa, Oklahoma against the Af-
rican-American community with the Pogrom of September 6-7, 1955 in Istanbul against the
Greek community. In conclusion the speaker emphasized: May the truth in its fullest measu-
re serve as a new beacon to guide us in the deliberate and collective effort required to build
the world, we know is possible. A world where we embrace and accept the hurts of the
past, noticing it, not to blame or shame, but instead to build and create a new infrastructure
of love and freedom that balances and replaces the old, existing systems of racism and of
human hierarchy, with systemic equality and humanity. To work constantly to restore and
reconcile the consequences of past sins, as countries and as people, to whom we owe it,

even though they are no longer with us.

Journalist Aysegll Sert, recalled her family's own memories of the time they lived in Istan-
bul, which has a centuries-old multi-cultural tradition. She elaborated on her positions citing
four examples of members of the Greek Community who suffered their unjust expatriation
and presented the consequences that such human catastrophe had on the wider society of
Constantinople. She concluded her presentation by emphasizing the importance of Ec-

FeCon's proposals to prevent the complete annihilation of the Greek minority in Istanbul.




The event closed with the intervention of Mrs. Georgia Aimilia Voulgari, member of the Board
of EcFeCon, who emphasized the importance of taking positive measures to support the
repatriation of the new generation of Constantinopolitans, to prevent the annihilation of the
Greek Minority and highlighted the legal dimensions of the issue. Finally, she mentioned the
significance of the recent decision of the Supreme Constitutional Court of Turkey on the non-
holding of elections for three decades in the Minority Balikli Greek Foundation (Istanbul),
ruling in favour of the petitioners. The Court reasoned on the right of citizens to participate in
associations, which is of particular importance especially for minorities, imposing a series of
positive obligations upon the state, and acknowledged the relation of such right to social

cohesion in a healthy society.

KEY NOTE SPEECH IN THE EVENT AT U.N. GENEVA
“On behalf of the National Minorities who are the Global Majority”

Dr. Marcus Anthony Hunter

This is a story of uprooted
trees; trees rooted deeply in

ancient lands. Trees pulled

from the ground or chopped
where they stood. When an :
uprooted tree’s roots are
exposed too long, or it is pulled
out of the earth without
enough care the trauma can
kill the tree or leave lasting|
illness and scars. The loss of the trees and their roots destabilizes the ecosystem and robs it
of the rich history its presence reflects, hurting the earth in the process. Practiced over
centuries, the European slave trade uprooted millions of Black African peoples breaking their
connection to home, family, traditions, and customs. An iron bit was placed into the mouths
of enslaved people, preventing them from speaking, laughing, talking, and smiling. As small
of a loss as a smile may seem, a person's smile is the biological and anatomical anchor of
their Thymus gland system, which boosts, determines, and organizes a healthy immune
system. By stealing the joy smiling brings, the bit also destroys the body from the inside out.
The bit and the ship ensured that many Black women, men, girls, and boys perished from
disease and illness. Therefore, those alive today are the descendants of those who survived
despite the bit’s attempt to block their smile and the access to their birthright of happiness it
affords. It is here, within this truth, when smiles and joy and home and family and labor were

stolen and lost, where the premise of an expanded reparations framework resides.

Our minds and hearts are not prepared to take in the sheer volume of the terror, yet they

must. If we desire a world, or even a nation, better and more humane than the one we




inherited, we must confront and understand the past. Not so that we get lost under its
weight. Instead, so we may see that humanity is something shared and there are no clean
hands.

Freedom is both large and small. Large freedoms lost like language, family, autonomy, and
land are undoubtedly important. But so too are the small freedoms lost, like the ability to
smile. Unfortunately, these small freedoms are often eclipsed to repair and retrieve the
bigger ones lost. Any idea of repair and restoration from slavery must recognize all the
freedoms lost, especially the small ones because as the wisdom of the elders holds: "Little
things add up to big things."

What started off as an academic research project transformed into something more.
Conveying what | have learned in my journey required that | speak to you from the center of
my heart's mind to connect with your heart and the imagination, for that is where actual
change is possible. For if anything about the experience of African Americans and the Greek-
Orthodox Minorities of Istanbul is true, then anything is possible. All we genuinely live are
stories—the ones we create, the ones created for us, and the ones kept secret. A nation, the
USA and Turkey, are not just a set of states, cities, territories, laws, cultures, and customs. A
nation is first and foremost a story, a collection of ideas and imagination. When and where
you enter the nation’s story does not preclude the narrative that has already taken shape and
too often includes piles and piles of unresolved and unreconciled harms, damage, and
trauma.

Piles everywhere: P) political reparations, restorative and reparative historically informed
advocacy transforming government and political representation and participation; )
intellectual reparations, the purposeful and public recognition and acknowledgment of the
creations, inventions, and ideas of those victimized by regimes of oppression; L) legal
reparations, restorative justice, and racial equity established and authorized in-laws and
policies; E) economic reparations, pecuniary and/or monetary assistance, subsidy, restitution,
and debt relief; S) social reparations, public education and overall restoration and repair of
the social contract to end racism and mindsets premised on racial and ethnic hierarchy, thus
affirming the dignity of human beings; S) spatial reparations, land healing inclusive of a




restorative and reparative geography of socioeconomic and political opportunity, particularly
for those displaced and dispossessed by the preceding harms; and S) spiritual reparations,
the purposeful and intentional recognition, representation, and recovery of the religious and
spiritual cosmologies, practices, and beliefs harmed and lost. Within these seven forms of
reparations, or P.I.L.E.S, we can unlock a new foundation and new pathway to truth, love,
justice, and freedom in everywhere are heretofore radical reparations—a commitment to
holding the states that sanctioned, constitutionalized, permitted, and authorized human
hierarchy accountable to build a better more inclusive and beautiful world. Our divinely
manifested and shared humanity has been the original promise and bond that subhuman
bondage and human hierarchy distorts and desecrates. We can and must heed the Greek-
Orthodox minority calls for comprehensive repair, healing, equity, and truth. As challenging as
the work ahead may appear, it is nowhere near what our ancestors endured. If we can begin
to acknowledge and unlearn the false premise that diminishes reparations simply as a
financial or racial issue, then we achieve the new untapped radical awareness of it instead as

what it truly is: A fundamental urgent human crisis in need of redress.

A world where subhuman bondage is present produces undeniable overlapping patterns. For
example, in the 1920’s the African American minority of the United States and the Greek
Orthodox-minority of Istanbul found themselves in similar conditions. May 30 and May 31,
the thriving Black Greenwood community of Tulsa became the site of what is perhaps the
most horrific act of domestic terrorism in US History. After a false story of a Black man making
a pass at a white woman spread through the city, mobs of White people seized upon the
community, affectionately called Black Wall Street because of the abundant black prosperity,
was razed, bombed, raped, robbed, and burned. Facilitated by police and the local
government, this act of terrorism has only recently entered into the public consciousness as
what is accurately was, a race massacre. Just last week, the Oklahoma Supreme Court
decided to deny survivors and descendants their day in court.

As children, Mr. Hughes Van Ellis, Ms. Lessie Benningfield Randle, and Ms. Viola Fletcher




experienced the onset and aftermath of one of the nation’s most devastating acts of
domestic terrorism. To deny Tulsa Race Massacre survivors and descendants their day in
court adds more preventable harm, injury, and trauma to a community that has more than
earned justice and reparations. The federal government must act, providing support and
facilitation to ensure that reparatory justice is finally served for the illegal destruction and
desecration of Black Wall Street.

It is in this same period between the 1920’s and the present that Turkey’s Greek Orthodox
community too found itself at the mercy of policies, laws, and secret agreements and
arrangements that undid centuries of success and progress. In 1923, 2 years after the Tulsa
Race Massacre, a policy of population exchange authorized and permitted the continuous
attack and uprooting of the Greek-orthodox minority population and community that once
totaled nearly 140,000, so much so that today that very group has been decimated to less
than 1000. Like the practice of Jim Crow in the US, laws such as the 1932 Law on Professions
in Turkey led to a massive disappearance, and voluntary and involuntary migration of Greek
Minorities. Work camps soon followed mirroring the forced internment camps Tulsa race
Massacre survivors and Japanese Americans found themselves bounded within. Like their
African American counterparts, throughout the 1950’s and 1960’s, policies and practices
prevented them from living full lives, being singers, actors, and elected officials.

Indeed, ever more overlapping patterns between the African American and Greek minority
context can take us back to the mid-19th Century where provisions created restrictions on
military service, demonstrating an inordinate patience these communities have shown. If we
look to the 1860’s forward, we will find that these populations have waited for more than 83

millions minutes for repair, restoration, truth, acknowledgement, apology, and healing.

When Black people were chained, held captive, tortured, kidnapped, raped, bought, and sold,
our collective humanity was too. When the Greek minority were interned, taxed, blocked,
pushed aside, ignored, disparaged, so too was our collective humanity. Slavery and human
hierarchy are not just an aspect of American, Turkish, and global history; it is a founding
premise of the current human condition. Therefore, a radical reparative justice frame is
always already based on rescuing and restoring the soul of humanity.

We can return the system into balance. What is distorted can always be healed, for it is an
underlying pain that hides and controls our sense of the future, revealing only unverified and

useless fears of one another.

Yet, whenever the word and debates about reparations come up, it is undoubtedly not about
the fact of systemic subhuman bondage. Instead, it invariably becomes a debate about
money. Questions about who should be paid, why they should be paid, and how much should
be paid round out the usual debate. But what if those are the wrong questions centered
around a false premise? Bubbling just beneath the surface of the reparations debate is a real
though an unspoken combination of worry and fear. A worry that drudging up the past
threatens the thin braided fabric woven to hold all the quilt panels called the United States of
America together. Many of the fears tend to emanate from presumed pathologies and
dysfunctions believed about Black people. How will they spend the money? What will they
buy?




Even when coming from an innocent perspective, these questions treat money as one-
dimensional rather than a multi-faceted object. Money is time. Money is currency. Money is
wealth. Money is Access. Money is energy. Money is memory. Money is history. Money is
repairing. Money is recovery. Money is respect. Money is dignity. Money is truth. Money is
healing. Money is restoration. Money is power. We must operate with the understanding and
duty that reparations are also about restoring the spiritual damage. Until we live in a world
where it is safe to advocate for peace without fear of death or defamation, we must
collectively work together, support and love on each other to ensure that in our lifetime that
systemic inequality, systemic violence, and systemic hate are counterbalanced by systemic
equity, systemic inclusivity, and systemic shared human value and dignity. To achieve that
world, we need radical reparations, a dynamically implemented and imagined set of repairs
and renovations that by robustly addressing the sins of the past unlock the path to a freer,
safer, and more just society. For, there are piles of debts to reconcile. There are piles of
injuries to repair. And these piles must be sorted to reveal all the forms of reparations

needed.

And we have the great fortune to enact remedies currently on the table that could serve as
the beginnings of building out an infrastructure for systemic equity, systemic inclusivity,
systemic shared humanity, systemic dignity, and systemic love. Only then will we be able to
counter rather than continue to reify the opposing systems of exclusion and hate that remain
alive thanks to centuries of ignorance, band-aid social policies, and refusal to lean into and
embrace that slavery helped make America into a nation just as the Greek orthodox minority

helped make Turkey a richly dynamic republic.

| stand before you like a tuning fork for the reverberating global quests and calls for equity,
truth, reparations, healing, and transformation. We have created a world where we are made
to spend most of our time persuading one another of our fundamental birthright to be
happy. Happiness is not some sort of gift or privilege set aside by the creator for an elite
chosen few or those who are willing to sacrifice the collective for individual and personal

gain.




Happiness is a birthright. We must protest and activate and organize within ourselves to
proclaim before ourselves that our undeniable divine connection has been violated time and
time and time again. It is time to break this cycle. It is time to look into the mirror and see not
just your reflection, but OUR reflection. You see, | have learned that this is what history is. A
measure of time alchemized into a mirror that reflects back the truth, the lies, the secrets,
the good, the bad, the ugly, and the indimerence we have spread within and outside of

ourselves.

And when our divine obligations to each other have been unfulfilled, ignored, and cast aside,
we find ourselves in a world where preventable sumering, death, and pain cover our news
pages, strike our communities and consciousness into diseased pieces of emptiness and
hopelessness. We begin to see in ourselves and thus each other, the shame, fear, blame, and
guilt reflected back in the mirrors of the past and present shaping a void where our future is
left to reside. Please look around the room. And as you look around, ask yourself what exactly
makes you so individually dimerent from that which you see next to and across the room
from you? How meaningful are the dimerences which you discover? | can tell you what | saw
and what | see and what | hope we all know and understand: We are the last of the homo

sapiens.

In the months leading up to this speech, | spent a great deal of time imagining this very room,
and each of the faces that | would see. As | pictured this very moment, this gift, this present, |
realized how the earth is so mighty that she hath brought us together no matter the distance

of the lands we represent.

Instead, we inherit this earth and this present as a solid foundation to act on purpose with
purpose in purpose. And our purpose is to repair and restore the violated covenants and that
everyone’s fundamental right to life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness is not impeded nor
blocked because of false value systems that sort humanity leaving humans to resort to terror,

violence, and oppression of one another to secure their fundamental rights.




| think it is only right that | stand before you as an American citizen beseeching leaders of
Turkey to be the lighthouse modeling what is possible elsewhere and apply the pressure the
US does to everyone else to itself. | beseech you to repair and restore the lives and broken
hearts of the Greek Orthodox minority. If you cannot omer reparations and healing in the
ancient lands Turkey constitutes, how can we expect to see it happen in places younger in
their history? Reparations happening anywhere, but especially in places like Turkey, South
Africa, Australia, New Zealand, the Caribbean, and tthe United States of America are radical
moves toward a future where love, justice, and freedom are no longer aspirations but are
reality. This radical repair must happen. The future we all need and deserve requires it.

May the truth and what was possible serve as a new lighthouse to guide us into the
purposeful and collective work needed to build the world we know is possible. A world where
we embrace and accept the harms of the past leaning into it not to blame or shame.
